Today’s Preview: The LumberKings (A, Marlins) hit the road for their final meeting with the Kane 

County Cougars (A, Diamondbacks) this season with the third game of a four-game set. The 

LumberKings have played the Cougars in four series. In their last meeting, the LumberKings were 

swept in a three-game series at NelsonCorp Field. Prior to that, Clinton led the head-to-head 
meetings. The two teams have been playing since 1991 with the Cougars leading the all-time head-

to-head meetings 169 games to 183 games.  

 

LumberKings Starter: Remey Reed, 24, makes his seventh appearance and start of the season 
for the Clinton LumberKings. The Plano Texas native, earned the win his last time out for a five-

inning outing against the Burlington Bees at NelsonCorp Field. He allowed just one run on four 

hits while walking none and striking out four. The Miami Marlins drafted him in the 6th round 

of the 2016 MLB Draft out of Oklahoma State University. While at OSU, Reed double majored 

in economics and educational social studies. He began pitching collegiately in the junior college 

ranks with Navarro College before transferring to OSU in 2015. Reed is close with current 

LumberKing Tyler Kolek who rehabbed with him in Jupiter over the last few seasons. They 
teemed-up while rehabbing to build a seaworthy popsicle stick pirate ship complete with motor 

and cannon. 

 

Cougars Starter: Levi Kelly, 20, makes his 20th appearance and start of the season for the Kane 

County Cougars.  The St. Albans West Virginia native, is coming off his first loss of the season. 

He allowed three runs on six hits over three innings while walking one and striking out five of 

work against the Peoria Chiefs at Northwestern Medicine Field. Originally expected to spend the 

first half of the year in extend spring training, Kelly changed minds by allowing just one run before 
he earned a promotion to the Cougars on May 4th. He left home at 15 to pitch for IMG Academy 

and was drafted by the Arizona Diamondbacks in the 8th round of the 2018 draft out of high school 

and signed for $350,000. MLB.com ranks him as the Diamondbacks 27th best prospect and works 

with a fastball that ranges from 92-93 MPH. 

 

Hanging On: At times Sunday afternoon’s LumberKings win looked like it would be a laugher 
until the Kane County Cougars came from behind late in the game. Clinton held leads of 2-0, 2-

1, 5-1, and 7-1, with the last lead being their largest and taken into the bottom of the seventh 

inning. In the end, the LumberKings held on for a 9-7 win with the potential tying run at second 

base. The win is the LumberKings second straight and pulls them to within two games of the 

Cougars for first place.   

 
Clash of the Titans: The Western Division second half race will see the current series between 

the LumberKings and Cougars go a long way to determining the winner. Clinton came into the 

four-game series trailing by four games and one game back in the head-to-head meetings, the tie 

breaker if the division were to end tied. The LumberKings are attempting to end a playoff drought 

that stretches back to 2016 when the team fell to the Loons on the Championship Series.  
 

Torres Leading: One reason for the LumberKings turn around during the second half has been 

the emergence of Christopher Torres. The everyday shortstop for Clinton was batting in the 100’s 

for most of the first half before a Midwest League leading 19-game hitting streak.  During the first 

half he batted .167 and is currently batting .282 during the second half. Torres ranks second in the 
league in walks drawn, 68, and is tied for seventh in the league for stolen bases with 21.  

 

Missing Bat: The reigning Midwest League Player of the Week Peyton Burdick has been one of 

the hottest hitters in the league over the last 15 games but has been sidelined for the last three 

games. On Thursday night in Clinton, Burdick was hit on the left hand and taken out of the game 

after he ran the bases. He is listed as day-to-day and may appear during current series with Kane 
County.   

 

Welcome Back: Tyler Mitzel had been one of the LumberKings better bullpen options this season 

until being placed on the injured list on August 6th. Prior to his Thursday night return, he had last 

pitched for Clinton on June 29th. Mitzel’s activation came with the corresponding move of Tyler 
Kolek being sent down to Batavia. Currently Clinton has 24 men on the active roster.   

 

This Date in Baseball History: On this date in 1900, in Western League action, Rube Waddell 

throws two complete games as Milwaukee sweeps a doubleheader from the White Sox, 2-1 and 

1-0. After throwing 17 innings in the first game, the colorful southpaw is coaxed by skipper Connie 

Mack, who promises him a few days off to go fishing, to pitch the nightcap, and he hurls a five-

inning one-hitter.
