Today’s Preview: The LumberKings (A, Marlins) conclude their five-game series with the 

Burlington Bees (A, Angels) tonight. This is the third meeting of the season between the two teams 

and will feature a doubleheader on Sunday in order to make up a postponement on May 27th. The 

LumberKings have won both of the series. Burlington took the first meeting of the current series 
2-1, before Clinton rebounded to take game two 9-5 and then dropped both games of a doubleheader 

on Sunday afternoon. The two teams have been playing since 1962 with Burlington leading the 

head-to-head meetings 419 games to 434.  

 

LumberKings Starter: Jake Walters, 23, makes his fifth appearance and third start of the 

season for the Clinton LumberKings. The Brandon Mississippi native, came out of the bullpen 

his last time out and worked four innings against the Cedar Rapids Kernels at NelsonCorp Field. 

He allowed no runs on one hit while walking none and matching a professional career high for 

strikeouts with eight. The strikeouts are ranked as the most by a Clinton reliever this season. 

Walters did not begin his professional career until his LumberKings debut on May 18th against 

the Kernels. The Miami Marlins drafted him in the 9th round of the 2018 MLB Draft out of the 
University of Alabama and he did begin his professional career until 2019 after throwing 82 

innings during his final season with the Crimson Tide. 

 

Bees Starter: Cole Duensing, 20, makes his 12th appearance and ninth start of the year for the 

Burlington Bees. The Overland Park, Kansas native earned the win his last time out for a five-

inning outing against the Beloit Snappers. He allowed two runs on six hits while walking two and 

striking out three. This will be his first outing against the LumberKings even though he has been 

with the Bees since Opening Day. The Los Angeles Angels selected Duensing in the 6th round of 
the of the 2016 MLB Draft out of high school.   

 

To the Derby: Jerar Encarnacion will be the only LumberKings starter at the 55th annual Midwest 

League on Tuesday, June 17th in South Bend, Indiana. The day before Encarnacion will compete 

in the Home Run Derby. The LumberKings had Ryan Costello in the home run derby in 2018 but 
he was eliminated in the first round after hitting no home runs. Encarnacion will compete for the 

new prize of $1,000 that will go to the Home Run Derby Champion.   

 

LumberKing All-Stars: Prior to Wednesday’s game the Clinton LumberKings learned of three 

of their players being named to the 55th annual Midwest League All-Star Game at Four Winds 

Field in South Bend Indiana. Jerar Encarnacion will be the only starter among those going as 
pitchers Chris Vallimont and Humberto Mejia will round out Clinton’s all-star representation. Last 

season the LumberKings had one starter, Jack Larsen, but he did not play due to an injury that had 

landed him on the Disabled List.   

 

History: The doubleheader loss for the LumberKings to the Burlington Bees all but eliminated 
them from playoff contention in the first half. The losses have guaranteed a series loss to the Bees 

and puts them five and half games out of the wild card with just seven games left to play. The 

loses marked the first time since June 1st, 1999 that the LumberKings had been swept in a 

doubleheader by the Bees in Burlington.  

 
More and More Walks: The LumberKings struggles with command in the series continued in a 

big way on Sunday afternoon as over a doubleheader four Clinton pitchers combined to issue 

another 10 walks. On Friday, three LumberKings pitchers, Chris Vallimont, Alex Vesia, and Elkin 

Alcala, combined to issue 10 walks and on Saturday they tied a season high for walks allowed 

with 11. Over just four games in Burlington, Clinton has issued 31 walks.  

 
More History: During the tightest spot of the game on Saturday night the LumberKings exited 

an eighth inning jam with only one run allowed thanks to a triple play. The Triple play was the 

first in the Midwest League this season and the first by the LumberKings in over 15 years going 

back before 2005.    

 
New Heights: Connor Scott was on the move like the lease was up in game two of the 

doubleheader. Scott reached base in all three of his appearances and made the most of it, scoring 

the LumberKings only run of the game. Scott stole three bases to set a new season high for steals 

in a game which were also a new career high for the Marlins 2018 first round pick.

Yards, Sammy Sosa becomes the target of a man who runs onto the field throwing corks. The 

Cubs' slugger was caught using a corked bat last week in a game against the Devil Rays.
